This year, there were about 800 products from throughout the spirits industry. Products 

came from a wide range of distillers from huge conglomerates to new craft distillers. 

 

During the medal process, products were scrutinized through a blind judging process 

which determined various levels of medals - Double Platinum, Platinum, Gold, 

Honorable Mention, or None. The top scoring Double Platinums from each class 

proceed to a championship round where they will be judged by Fred and other experts 

for that specific class. Consumers will watch on Fred’s YouTube Channel as the 

samples are discussed and champions are crowned.
